· Increasing automatic recognition of word structure and patterns through using them in writing.

Guided Writing

· Demonstrating, explaining any aspect of writing including the rapid spelling of words by using phonics principles.
	Interactive Writing
· Connecting texts to those that have been read aloud and using words from those texts in writing.

· Giving conscious attention to word choice and the communication of meaning.

Independent Writing

· Keeping the meaning in mind while selecting and writing words to clarify/enhance the meaning.
· Noticing and using word parts in connection with meaning.

Guided Writing

· Demonstrating, explaining any aspect of writing including selecting precise words to convey meaning.
	Interactive Writing
· Connecting texts to those that have been read aloud and using language and concepts from those texts in writing.

· Giving conscious attention to word choice and the communication of meaning.

· Connecting writing to authentic experiences and meaning children want to communicate.

Independent Writing
· Keeping the meaning in mind while selecting and spelling words.

· Writing for authentic purposes.
