	Purpose of Word Study

Word study will help students learn and apply strategies for rapidly identifying words as well as for expanding vocabulary and spelling. It gives students the opportunity to examine words in order to reveal patterns and consistencies within the written language.  It should help students learn a process for solving words in order to have meaning in both reading and writing
