Assistant Superintendent for 
Business and Finance Doug Moore 
gave a presentation to board mem-
bers regarding the budget and the 
issues that exist in regards to po-
tential loss to particular funding 
and more.  Several FCS employ-
ees, including school administra-
tors, teachers, and more were in 
attendance at the meeting. 

Moore concluded the meeting by 
telling those in attendance that, ñif 
the General Assembly delays in 
approving a budget for 2011-12, 
we will begin to experience the 
dilemma of needing to make deci-
sions about the number of teach-
ers we can hire before the start of 
school.ò 

NC Local Grown Produce Served in School Cafeterias 

 

 The North Carolina Farm to School Program originated in 1998 with straw-
berries being the first product to be offered to schools.  This program is de-
signed to directly benefit North Carolina farmers and school children.  Prod-
ucts are harvested from farms in our state on Sundays and served in cafete-
rias as early as Monday of the same week.  North Carolina farmers benefit 
by having an increased market for their crops.  North Carolina school chil-
dren benefit by having locally-grown produce that is served to them at the 
peak of freshness.  Nutrition Education tidbits are often provided to students 
during the week the produce is served.  Students increase their consumption 
of fresh fruits and veggies and learn tips on how to lead healthy lifestyles. 
 In the past twelve years, the program has grown tremendously with over 
fifteen items being offered this school year.  Items include:  watermelons, 
cantaloupes, tomatoes, cucumbers, apples, lettuce, broccoli, strawberries, 
squash, zucchini, and more.  Students enjoy these products in Franklin 
County Schoolsô cafeterias at peak-growing seasons throughout the school 
year. 
 Farmers in the North Carolina Farm to School Program are required to be 
GAP (Good Agriculture Practices) certified and must carry at least two million 
dollars worth of liability insurance.
