Franklin County Schools Health Advisory Council Meeting

March 10, 2006

Attending the meeting were Diana Perry, Jama Gilliam, Paige Sayles and Kathy Daughtry.

The February minutes were read and approved by Sayles. The motion was seconded by Perry.

The ASIST (Applied Suicide Intervention Skills Training) has been scheduled for March 227-28. Fifteen FCS employees will be in attendance. Warren County Schools will be sending 2-3 people. Granville County Schools and Five County Mental Health will also be sending participants.

Peoples has located purchased Successfully Teaching Middle/High School Health teaching manuals. She is looking into using Abstinence Until Marriage funds to pay for staff development on these manuals to teachers this summer.

Gilliam said that the policy committee of the Board of Education received the wellness policy with little discussion. The full Board of Education will receive the policy on Monday night for review and possible approval at the April meeting.
Seven mental health therapists have been approved to provide services to students in the school setting. 

Peoples has not heard back from NCSU regarding the internship for a student to work with overweight students in our county. She will contact him again about the possibility of an internship in the fall of the year.

Peoples and Gilliam discussed the upcoming Girls R Great Program cosponsored by Frankly Healthy (the Healthy Carolinians committee of Franklin County), the Franklin County Health Department, Franklin County Schools, Cooperative Extension and community volunteers. The program provides sessions for mothers and daughters on various issues with fun sessions such as dance. It is open to girls in grades 5-12. It will be held at Louisburg Elementary Schools on April 8th from 9:00 am-1:00 pm.

The Child Nutrition Department held its 9th Annual Nutrition Fair at Royal Elementary School yesterday. Over 650 2nd graders attended and participated in the five stations. This fun-filled event ends with students receiving samples of fruit, booklets and stickers.
Peoples said that Lauren Jones had emailed to her, Dianne Carter and Faye Keith a grant opportunity in the area of physical education. This federal grant for up to three years and $300,000 allows school systems to make progress toward meeting state standards in physical education and to help students increase their physical activity. The grant is due April 12th. 

Peoples shared information about the Coordinated School Health Program conference at UNC-Wilmington scheduled for July 10-13. She said that she is looking into finding funding to send a team to the conference this year. 

Peoples said that there are some positions on the SHAC that are vacant due to resignations from Brent Cardwell, Dr. Phillip Stover and Gina Dement. She also recognized that Bonnie Little from FRMC and Eric Wilson from NOVO have not been attending meetings. Peoples will follow-up with phone calls to other members of the council. The suggestion was made to include Oliver Greene from Franklin County Parks and Recreation and Dale Byrns as the newly appointed Safe Schools Director. Sayles suggested rotating the responsibilities of a physician on the council so that they would serve only a year term.
Under other business, Gilliam mentioned that they had received the $500 check for promotion of the wellness policy. The funds will be used to develop a PowerPoint presentation about the wellness policy to use to inform school staff next school year and to develop a brochure about the policy for distribution to staff and parents.

The next SHAC meeting is scheduled for Friday, April 7th.
