Minutes to School Health Advisory Council Meeting
October 6, 2002

Attending the meeting were Diana Perry, Dr. Bert L’Homme, Jama Stallings, Minnie Shirey, Geoufrey Anderson, Kathy Daughtry and Marla Peoples.

The council reviewed their plans for this school year. Peoples will look into finding a speaker on crystal amphetamine to speak at a principal’s meeting. School staff that routinely do home visits will be invited to this meeting. Kathy Jones and Veronica Fuller, school nurses will be asked to attend the principal’s meeting next week to briefly discuss the Disaster Preparedness Training that they attended last week. 

 L’Homme briefly discussed looking at a 100% tobacco-free policy for students, employees and visitors. Currently over half of the school systems in the state have such a policy. He reported that Durham County approved the policy after a group of students approached the Board of Education. Currently no smoking is allowed at football games at FHS. A meeting to discuss the policy will be scheduled at the Board meeting on Monday night.

Peoples reported that the FCS webpage now has links to the FC Health Department and FC Parks and Recreation. The Healthy Active Children staff development will be scheduled beginning in November for all K-8 teachers. Anderson was asked to present some of the energizers from this training at the principal’s meeting in January. Peoples said that she has not received a response from Jonathan Allen at NCSU about an internship to implement at Healthy Lifestyles Program. Flu shots will be available free to school staff that have state insurance starting next week. Peoples said that she received an email letting her know that she would hear about the SHAC grant that she wrote on October 31st. The grant would allow the SHAC to sponsor a health fair and walking program for FCS staff. The fluoride mouth rinse program will be implemented at FES in January, 2007. Blood pressure checks will be done with all 7th and 9th grade students this year for the first time by the school nurses. Several health policies will be reviewed by the Board of Education this year including policies on special health care needs, distribution of medication (with an asthma medication update), suicide and pregnant students. The Yellow Ribbon Program (suicide prevention program) was introduced to 6th graders the week of September 18th.  Daughtry will see if these cards can be printed in Spanish. Stallings was recognized as the new Director of Child Nutrition. She said that she hoped to have all menus analyzed for eight different nutrients. Student Services personnel were made aware of the Friends of Youth mentor program and introduced to the new coordinator at a counselor’s meeting held in September. 
 L’Homme discussed safety in the schools. He said that it would be discussed in the principal’s meeting as the crisis management notebook is reviewed. Police officers, the sheriff’s department, EMS staff and the FCHD Director have been invited to attend this meeting. L’Homme said that they would be looking at Lobby Guard, which takes pictures of everyone who enters the school so that there is a record of their entry. He said that metal detectors may be purchased at each high school at a cost of $2,500. The use of Phone Master allows emergency phone calls to be made to all parents when a situation warrants parental notification. More cameras at the high schools and middle schools will also be purchased. Cameras are not currently used at elementary schools but will be if funding is available.
Daughtry said that there are 16 law enforcement officers that have completed Crisis Intervention Training (CIT). They are First Responders when there is a situation that warrants a specially trained officer in the area of mental health.

Perry indicated that the data managers at her schools have been able to run reports of students with chronic illnesses. This list helps ensure that the school nurse has record of these students and that the school is meeting the student’s needs. This list can also be added to the school’s black box that is used when there is a hostage situation in a school. Perry also said that she was told there was PTA grant money that could be used to help implement the Healthy Lifestyles Program. The grant deadline for this year has passed but she will follow up on any future grants.
Shirey will be attending a workshop on pregnancy in the Hispanic population in mid-November. She will let the school nurses know about this opportunity. 

The next SHAC meeting is scheduled for Friday, November 17, 2006.
