Review of minutes:  Linda Frederickson made a motion for approval of minutes, seconded by Jama Stallings.
Old Business

WFSG Healthy Active Children Policy:  Marla Peoples updated committee on group’s work with information handed out to teachers; group has been out to schools to observe what kinds of activities are taking place to comply with policy.  They will also be looking at afterschool programs and other programs/activities that are being implemented for policy compliance.  Long Mill Elementary seems to be the school that is at the forefront of implementing activities.

Alliance for Healthier Generations: schools are trying to get paperwork and necessary requirements in place.  Long Mill Elementary’s program seems to be getting positive response as parents are really stepping up and taking over. 
· Long Mill Elementary is trying to establish a walking trail with distance signs.

· Jama Stallings is working with nutrition folks to assist schools in the area of nutrition for Alliance requirements.  Schools include Bunn Middle, Long Mill Elementary and Franklinton Elementary.

· Feedback on program is that many schools were or had already made necessary changes suggested by the Alliance.
· Long Mill Elementary will be submitting paperwork for bronze recognition at national level.

Energizer Update:  Youngsville Elementary training was scheduled but will need to be rescheduled.  Louisburg Elementary training is scheduled for Monday, March 23.  Royal Elementary still needs to be scheduled.

Special Olympics:  Games are set for Friday, March 27th; opening ceremonies are at 10:00 am.  There will be 30 athletes participating this year which is an increase of approximately 35% from last year.  The outreach for adult athletes has not been successful this year.

Safe and Drug Free Schools:  Monty Riggs was unable to attend, however the committee should have received the plan and emailed comments to Riggs.

New Business

Nurse resignation:  There is a nurse vacancy due to a nurse needing to return to hospital setting for financial reasons.   A recommendation to fill the vacancy will be made by early next week.
Successfully Teaching Middle/High School Health:  Committee was updated on licensure of secondary PE teachers.  Manuals were purchased by Dr. Keith with some funds that couldn’t be used for another purpose.  The teachers will also be trained on the materials.  Curriculum is aligned with NCSCS for health.  Anderson asked about any current/good resources for elementary teachers so they could add on to their license.

Child Nutrition Update:  Working with managers to provide nutrition education in the classroom.  The Nutrition Fair was held at Royal Elementary School for approximately 700 second graders.  There were a variety of activities provided by various agencies.  Choices of entrees and fruits/veggies will be reduced to some degree due to the economy. Notebooks have been compiled by 8 schools. (Awards for Excellence) and will be judged next week.  The winner will then go to the state level competition.
Parent Involvement Committee:  There was a meeting on 3/19/2009.  The next meeting will be April 23 attended by 2 parents per school.  One of the parents should represent the school’s largest parent group.  The group has compiled a list of concerns that they would like to address.  School safety and school health/wellness are two of the biggest areas of concern.  Tonya Peele, a parent from Long Mill Elementary will be speaking at the April meeting.
Wellness Policy Review:  Tonya Peele was unable to attend the SHAC meeting today.  Review will be added to the next meeting’s agenda.

Council Member Reports

Anita Mason:  The Consumer Talent Show had to be canceled due to lack of interest.  Ms. Mason will review and consider if they need to make any changes.

Linda Frederickson:  Kindergarten registration will be in April.  Reminder, the entry date has changed to August 31st and 2 proofs of residency are required - deed/lease and a current electric bill.  Concerns were raised about ESL students and gathering proof of residency for some of them because they can only get a receipt that has the amount paid and no other indication as to where they live.
Marla Hall:  Hall has submitted her resignation as of July 24th, 2009 for a doctorate program at Texas A & M.  Two grants were submitted last week.  They are probably looking at someone contracted for the position.

Heather Combs:   Has interned with Marla Hall from ECU and will finish May 9th.
