School Health Advisory Council
January 4, 2008

Attending the meeting were Minnie Shirey, Lori Hawkins, Marla Hall, Jama Stallings, Diana Perry, Anita Mason, Cathy Daughtry, Wendy Vavrousek and Marla Peoples.

Beginning the first meeting of 2008, Marla Peoples welcomed Marla Hall to the council. She is the new Public Health Educator for the Franklin County Health Department.

Minutes from the November meeting were approved by Wendy Vavrousek and seconded by Jama Stallings.

 Lori Hawkins, Public Health Hygienist was contacted by Bunn Middle School regarding a presentation on Smokeless Tobacco.
Peoples said that she should hear from Department of Public Instruction by Friday, January 11th if we will receive funding to develop a staff wellness program.

Hawkins presented a video entitled “No Teacher Left Behind”.  This program was designed by Greg Gibson from Onslow County to help promote a happier, healthier and more productive faculty.  
Marla Hall reported statistics from 2005 that Franklin County (also including Nash and Wilson as a group) was ranked number one in obesity in the state of North Carolina.  In 2007, Franklin County ranked 7th in state.

Vavrousek reported that Special Olympics will be March 14th at the Franklinton Park from 9:30 am until 2:30 pm.  Vavrousek and Sayles spoke on air radio with Joe DeSantis regarding Special Olympics last month. Both will be meeting with Novozymes in 2 weeks to discuss and organize events.
Peoples read an email from the School Nurse Consultant regarding hand sanitizers and handwashing instruction in school class rooms. Nineteen classrooms received instruction on handwashing and nineteen did not.  Those who received instruction saw a 34% decrease in absenteeism. Doug Moore will be meeting with a Sam’s Club representative to discuss cost of hand sanitizers. Diana Perry suggested that a presentation be made on how to cough and the use of hand sanitizers.
Perry hung posters at Bunn High and Bunn Middle Schools on Smoking Cessation classes, listing a 1-800 QUIT number.  There is a draft publicity plan for Tobacco-Free Schools.  

Hawkins reported that funding for Laurel Mill Elementary School fluoride treatment program is still on hold.

Stallings said the 2nd grade Nutrition Fair will be March 6th at Royal Elementary School.
