Franklin County Schools Health Advisory Council Meeting

November 4, 2005

Attending the meeting were Wendy Vavrousek, Marla Peoples, Jama Gilliam, Lauren Jones, Dr. Phillip Stover, Carolyn Mack, Lynn Henderson, Lori Hawkins, and Cynthia Gary.  Approval of the October minutes was obtained.

Review of Action Plan

1. Sex offenders posting:  Wendy Vavrousek has made contact with Institute of Government for legal feedback.

2. Crisis Management Manual:  Marla Peoples, Wendy Vavrousek, and Tommy Piper have met and reviewed approximately 1/3 of manual.  Will schedule meeting to complete review and finalize by next SHAC meeting.

3. Volunteer policy and protocol has been developed.

4. Sexual harassment training completed with new employees that are coming into the system.

5. Physical Education:  Dr. L’Homme to meet with PE teachers.

Development of School Wellness Policy:  met on Wednesday 11/2/05; designed to address physical activity and nutrition.  Found great variation between schools and grade levels about school guidelines regarding snacks students bring to school/class.  Variety of issues that need to be considered regarding “homemade” foods, outside vendors (Subway, Wendy’s, etc…).  Must have something in place for county by July 1, 2006.  Jama will be putting together a draft policy to work on at next meeting, Thursday November 17 at Franklin County Health Department.  Jewell Eason, Bunn Elementary principal, suggested a ban on sodas being brought to school.
“Fruit and Vegetable Program” still at FES/LES.  Poe Center presentations begin next week Tuesday 11/8/05 at Franklinton Elementary and Thursday 11/10/05 at Louisburg Elementary.

Flu shots have been scheduled and staff notified.

Bloodborne Pathogens training has taken place.

First Responder training has been completed and utilized.

BMI information gathered; need to decide what to do with the information.  Wendy Vavrousek suggested letter to parents, possibly having the nurse and counselor work with a student group.  Statistics suggest schools with higher free and reduced lunch roles associated with obesity.

Yellow Ribbon Program:  Kathy Daughtery had conducted meetings with staff at Cedar Creek Middle School and Bunn Middle School.  Planning for student implementation in December.  A staff meeting will occur for Terrell Lane Middle School staff on Monday.

Update on Mental Health Services:  Mental Health reform took place over the summer.  It has created difficulty for services to be provided in the school to this point.  A memorandum is being worked on and process being moved along to get services back in place ASAP.

Cynthia Gary:  Middle school survey sent to Dr. L’Homme for approval

Information is now on Franklin County School website about SHAC which community and staff can access.

Dr. Stover asked about parental involvement regarding SHAC.  Jama Gilliam commented about the difficulty of getting parents to participate even on the PTA Council.  Some SHAC members will be attending teleconference later in month to address this issue.

Lori Hawkins:  Oral health status information
Kindergarten – 635 students screened; 54% had some indication of oral disease (decay, fillings, etc…) 26% had active decay

Fifth grade – 662 students screened; 80% had disease/treated.  31% had sealants; 3% active
