Lynn Henderson – volunteer policy in place – working on procedures – will have ready before Christmas.

Flu shots were administered in November and December.  Don’t have numbered of staff who participated.

Bloodborne Pathogens training is up and running – 4 more schools need training as of this time.

Kathy Daughtery – Yellow Ribbon Program will be presented to students at Terrell Lane Middle School on Friday December 9th.  The program will be presented to Cedar Creek Middle School and Bunn Middle Schools on Friday, December 16th.  A draft letter will go out to parents concerning the program.  Thus far there have been 20 reports of attempted/gestures of suicide.  SOS has been presented to 9th graders this semester between Mental Health and Franklin County Schools.

Memorandum of Agreement is not in place.  One has been developed and has been presented to Five County Mental Health Authority.  A draft has been developed with individual mental health therapists.  Wendy and Marla had a meeting with therapists before Thanksgiving.

Jama did survey online with staff about nutrition/physical activity to assist with writing of draft.  She went to PTA to get parent volunteers to serve on committee. Reviewed draft page by page – made deletions/additions – Dr. L’Homme said it needs to be separated into policy and procedures form after principals preview next week.  Will discuss content in meeting and review specific parts of policy.

Need to write to local optometrists about law specifying that all Kindergarten students entering school next fall need to have a vision exam not just vision screening.
