	We discussed strategies to help our struggling students produce rhymes.  Mrs. Rozier’s ESL children are really struggling with just the rhyming concept not to mention producing rhyming words.  Mrs. Rozier has been using pictures to identify rhyming pairs.  We suggested having words placed on the pictures to have them see the relationship between word and picture.  We analyzed Mrs. Rozier’s post-test results and errors are vocabulary based.   We analyzed Kindergarten students’ post-test results and students who struggled most produced words that started with the same letter. Others stated a word association, hop, bunny.
We have decided to administer beginning sounds discrimination pre-test to see if we should focus on discriminating or producing beginning sounds.  If our students make a 7/8-meet criteria, 6/8 almost meet, 5/8 struggling needs more instruction.  Reminder: teachers please write what children say-to help assess student needs
