	Alpha 1 & 2 met with Mrs. Eason to discuss her and our concerns about the progress and direction of each group.

Ms. Walsh shared results from her latest Word Mapping exercise.  Student scores have increased each time she has used this strategy.  They are up to 90% successful.

Ms. Hopper shared a word recognition exercise she did with her students.  Her class averaged 55%, which increased from 42%.

Ms. Baldwin updated the Action Plan to include data on the "Using the HFWords in Literature."  She felt that increases in scores for these students was primarily based on increases for high readers.  The lower readers did not increase using this strategy.  That is why she has moved on to second strategy, which is "Reading Mastery", incorporating more phonemic awareness, rhyming skills, and blending.

We discussed the HFWL.  Initially, we thought we were using the lists that each grade was using, but have since found that some grade levels are actually using different word lists.

We further discussed the issues that we addressed with Ms. Eason, but have not yet identified solutions to our challenges.
