	What happened today?  Brief summary of discussion and activities.  Keep artifacts in notebook.

	Group members spoke in general about using the various methods for vocabulary instruction.  Mrs. McGinnis reported on results submitted by Mrs. Telenko on the use of  Planned Incidental Instruction for vocabulary instruction.  The method was modeled for students and they were required to use it for all of their chapter vocabulary terms.  Students seemed resistent to trying this method.  Vocabulary quiz grades were compared.  On the chapter prior to learning this method, 1st period averaged 70.5 and 2nd period averaged 60.  Both classes combined averaged 65.  On the chapter after learning and being required to use this method, 1st period averaged 52, 2nd period averaged 75, and both classes combined averaged 65. 

	Classroom application:  What are students learning and doing as a result of what the study group is learning and doing?

	The students are continuing to practice with the terms relating to their specific content areas.  When willing to work on a new strategy, students seem to benefit from learning a new way to relate to these terms and are, hopefully, learning a strategy that will help them to increase their social studies vocabulary.
