A motion was made by Paige Sayles, seconded by Dannie Williams, and duly carried to authorize the Chairman to request funding from the county commissioners to purchase land from Ms. Mack Garner, at Franklinton Elementary School, and request the funding be taken from the Capital Reserve account held by the county or other available funds, in the amount of $17,000.00.
