The agenda was adopted.
John Long, MBAJ, gave an update on the 2004 bond projects.  

A motion was made by Mary Vollmer, seconded by Beverly Joseph, and duly carried to 

ask the county commissioners to complete the Bunn High School project that was included in the 2004 bond, in the amount of $3.900,000.

A motion was made by Mary Vollmer, seconded by Paige Sayles, and duly carried to ask the county commissioners to complete the Louisburg High School project that

was included in the 2004 bond, in the amount of $1.591.613.
A motion was made by John May, seconded by Mary Vollmer, and duly carried to ask the county commissioners for the balance of the 2004 bond project with the intent that all

projects be considered.  

The board agreed to change the wording of the Priority 4, board goals, and bring the

goals and mission statement back to the board in June for a vote on its entirety.

Due to length of the meeting, agenda items 6 and 8 were moved up.

A motion was made by Gilbert Johnson, seconded by Dannie Williams, and duly carried to approve a lease for the Boys and Girls Club, which was distributed by Attorney Sturges.
The board ask that a request to close the before and after school care at

Laurel Mill Elementary School be revisited at the June board meeting.
There was lengthy discussion regarding the Long-Range Facilities Plan

in lieu of the 2006 bond not passing.

Board Member, Gilbert Johnson, ask that the Board request by resolution

that the bond referendum be placed on the November ballot. (To include at least completing all of the 2004 bond projects and ones of the recent 2006 projects).

A motion was made by Gilbert Johnson, seconded by Mary Vollmer to

request that the 2006 bond be placed on the November ballot. Voting in favor

of the motion was Mary Vollmer, Paige Sayles, Dannie Williams, Beverly Joseph and Gilbert Johnson. Voting against the motion was John May.  The motion carried with a

5/1 vote.

A motion was made by Gilbert Johnson, seconded by John May, and duly carried to publicly support ½ cent additional sales tax.

A motion was made by Gilbert Johnson, seconded by Beverly Joseph, and duly carried to 

publicly support an adequate public facilities fee

A motion was made by Gilbert Johnson, seconded by Paige Sayles, and duly carried to request the future use of the Franklinton High School be determined, by the end of July, along with any other information needed by staff and architect.

A motion was made by John May, seconded by Mary Vollmer, and duly carried to approve the new bell schedule.

A motion was made by John May, seconded by Mary Vollmer, and duly carried to approve Scholarship Fund Donation at Bunn High School and a resolution by the board to appoint Doug Moore as the authorized school official to execute all transactions
related to sell of stock.
