Chairman Dunston called the meeting to order for the County Commissioners

and Chairman Hall called the meeting to order for the Board of Education.

Chairman Dunston opened the meeting with prayer.
Chairman Dunston thanked the Board of Education members attending this joint session to discuss the facilities needs of Franklin County Schools. 

Chairman Hall in return, thanked the Board of County Commissioners for allowing the Board of Education to attend and make known the needs of Franklin County Schools. 

Several items were address:  A request for funds from the Board of Education to the County Commissioners to complete the Louisburg High School and Bunn High School projects and the remainder of the 2004 bond projects.
A motion was made by Robert Lee Swannson, seconded by Jimmie Gupton, and duly carried to complete the projects with the $30 million, passed in 2004, and when the money runs out come back to the county commissioners.

The board of county commissioners also addressed the resolution dated May 8, 2006, for the board of education to allow a new bond referendum for forty five million dollars to be set for the general election in November, 2006, to endorse and approve an adequate facilities ordinance to create revenue which would be dedicated for capital improvements for the school system and endorse and lobby the General Assembly to allow for a one half cent sales tax option and the proceeds for which to be used for school construction.  

After much discussion, regarding the above resolution, Chairman Dunston stated that the adequate facilities ordinance and a one half cent sales tax increase was in progress and
the commissioners are waiting the results of that request.   Chairman Dunston, along with

the other county commissioners did not approve the request to allow a new bond referendum to be set for the general election in November, 2006.  The commissioners felt

it was too soon.

At 7:00 p.m., Chairman Dunston, recessed the meeting; at which time, the board of education reconvened at the Media Center, at 8:00 p.m., to discuss the 2004 Bond Construction Projects.
All board of education members were present.  

Chairman Hall called the meeting back to order.

A motion was made by Mary Vollmer, seconded by Beverly Joseph, and duly carried to approve the bids negotiated for Bunn High School with alternates.
A motion was made by Mary Vollmer, seconded by Paige Sayles, and duly carried to approve the bids negotiated for Louisburg High School with alternates 1-10, excluding alternative 11.

The board requested that Dr. L’Homme send a letter to the county commissioners with

a letter from John Long, MBAJ, that would indicate the total bid for Louisburg High and

Bunn High schools’ construction project.

A motion was made by John May, seconded by Beverly Joseph, and duly carried to adjourn.
